...and the measure with which you 
measure will be measured out to you. 
Holding others to impossible standards 
yields the same return. Measuring by 
earthly standards becomes the final 
goal. No expectation lies beyond tem-
poral existence, resulting in judgment 
solely by secular means. Believing that 

thereôs more necessitates holding ourselves to higher ex-
pectations. Jesus 
clearly spells out how we should act. The teachings are 
direct. Our words, choices and actions matter. A Christ-
like capacity for compassion, forgiveness and under-
standing will be reciprocated ð maybe not in this life, 
but thatôs not our endgame. We know thereôs more. The 
fear of harsh judgment disappears because the outcome is 
entirely our choice, and weôre made to choose love. Help 
us to be gentle with each other, Lord. 
 
Tues., June 27 | Gn 13:2, 5-18; Mt 7:6, 12-14 
Do to others whatever you would have them do to you. 
The Golden Rule, present in all major religions, is one of 
our earliest lessons and is a prevalent moral and ethical 
principle. Like many other childhood teachings, it gets 
pushed aside as life experiences harden us. People reject 
the rule as naµve. They donôt think that others can be 
trusted to do the right thing, but that attitude misses the 
point. The rule doesnôt say to treat others in a way that 
protects us from fear of being taken advantage of. It says 
nothing about basing our actions on othersô potential 
negative behavior. Itôs about offering others what we 
want to receive with no guarantee how they will respond. 
Itôs entirely about our choices and our actions. The rest 
we cannot control. Merciful God, may our living be root-
ed in your immeasurable love. 
 
Wed., June 28 | Gn 15:1-12, 17-18; Mt 7:15-20 
Beware of false prophets, who come to you in sheepôs 
clothing. Most people arenôt easily fooled by genuine 
evil or outright lies. The subtle lure or the ñtoo good to 
pass up offerò gets us. St. Irenaeus said, ñError never 
shows itself in its naked reality, in order not to be discov-
ered. On the contrary, it dresses elegantly, so that the 
unwary may be led to believe that it is more truthful than 
truth itself.ò Fact becomes irrelevant in the haze of per-
ception. Jesus cautions the disciples, and us, that only a 
good tree yields good fruit. We must look past the clever 
disguise or the smooth talk and examine the outcome. 
Otherwise, well-intentioned people will be left starving 
for the word while feasting on rotten produce. Open our 
eyes, Lord, to your truth. 
 
 
 

Thurs., June 29 | Acts 12:1-11; 2 Tm 4:6-8, 17-18; 

Mt 16:13-19 
Whatever you 
bind on earth 

shall be bound in heaven. When Christ placed Peter as 
the head of the apostles, he established his ongoing hu-
man representation in the administration of sacraments. 
Jesus gave the apostles authority to forgive sins; their 
successors still offer us absolution. When we willfully 
violate Godôs law, weôre separated from him. Reconcilia-
tion restores our relationship. Penance demonstrates our 
gratitude for Godôs mercy as a concrete sign of our will-
ingness to repair sinôs damage. Remembering Sts. Peter 
and Paul today, letôs reflect on the apostlesô ability to 
offer the sacrament of reconciliation, and how in it Jesus 
himself offers us spiritual healing. Thank you, Lord, for 
the gifts of pardon and peace. 
 
Fri., June 30 | Gn 17:1, 9-10, 15-22; Mt 8:1-4 
Lord, if you wish, you can make me clean. Jesusô public 
ministry was marked by his healing of physical and spir-
itual illness. His desire to heal is an obvious sign of his 
love and mercy. Jesus touches the leper; this gentle ges-
ture is an integral aspect of the sacrament of anointing of 
the sick ð the laying on of hands ð directly imitating 
Jesus who didnôt shy from genuine human contact de-
spite the sickness and diseases of those who came to him. 
We daily face pain and brokenness. Whether the afflic-
tion before us is of mind, body or spirit, we cannot back 
away. We must stretch out our hands in compassion. A 
tender touch may be all someone needs to get back on the 
road to recovery. Help us, Lord, to bring wholeness to a 
wounded and suffering world. 
 
Sat., July 1 | Gn 8:1-15; Mt 8:5-17 
Lord, I am not worthy to have you enter under my 
roofé. In todayôs readings there are several instances of 
people entering into each otherôs lives ð people who 
could have ignored each other with the understanding 
and even approval of the surrounding culture. Abraham 
and Sarah take it over the top with their hospitality. The 
centurion approaches Jesus about healing his servant and 
Jesus offers to come to this gentileôs house. Later at Pe-
terôs house Jesus touches an ill woman, Peterôs motherin- 
law, and heals her. Her response is to get up and wait on 
suffering strangers who seek healing. It seems that when 
God is present, there is no tit-for-tat, no meanness in the 
measure, just generous welcome of the God in each of 
us. Loving God, give us the grace of generosity and eyes 
to see you in every person placed on our path this day.
