Wednesday, May 16, 2018 
Acts 20:28-38; Ps 68; Jn 17:11b-19 
My husband is excited yet fearful about his approaching 
retirement. For many years, his job has given him purpose 
and fulfilment and has given him part of his identity. He 
is unsure how the loss of these job-related values will af-
fect him. We often see how a major loss of a loved-one, a 
job, a home or of oneôs health can force a person to rede-
fine their purpose, direction and even their sense of self. 
Jesus and Paul are aware of the void their leaving will 
create for those left behind. They warn that dissention and 
distractions may tempt them to stray from their purpose 
and their identity as beloved disciples of Christ. They 
urge the people to stay alert, to support one another in 
truth and love, and to pray unceasingly.  When we strug-
gle to find meaning and purpose, God of hope, consecrate 
us in your truth and love.

Acts 22:30; 23:6-11; Ps 16; Jn 17:20-26 

Months 
after 
my fa-

ther died, I sadly confessed to a friend that I couldnôt al-
ways recall my fatherôs image. ñTell me what you loved 
about him?ò she asked. As I related some of my favorite 
experiences, I relived the emotions of those times. Years 
later, when teaching life skills and values I had learned 
from my father to my own children, I would relate stories 
about his life. In those moments, I felt him very near. So 
too, as long as stories of Jesus were shared and written 
down, and followers celebrated the breaking of bread and 
cared for each other as Jesus had taught them, they expe-
rienced Jesusô promise of always being with them until 
the end of time.  Your words, Jesus, come to life through 
our actions of love. 
 
Friday, May 18, 2018 
Acts 25:13b-21; Ps 105; Jn 21:15-19 

These words were spoken by the risen Christ foretelling 
the manner of Peterôs death, yet when I hear the words I 
picture my mother in her final years with Alzheimerôs 
disease being led to do the most basic of tasks. When we 
are young we sometimes think we can control our life and 
destiny. Humbling experiences of tragedy or loss make us 
realize that much of life is beyond our control. Just as 
Jesus helped Peter to move forward by asking Peter if he 
loved him, Jesus also heals our broken sense of hope and 
purpose by helping us to put one foot in front of the other 
and to listen to his call to simply, ñFollow me!ò  Lord, 
help us to let go of our fears that we may be healed in 
your loving embrace. 
 
Saturday, May 19, 2018 
Acts 28:16-20, 30-31; Ps 11; Jn 21:20-25 

When I think about our religion and my own faith com-
munity, I wonder how todayôs world will impact its future 
manifestation. Dwindling attendance, deteriorating 
church buildings and aging clergy indicates to me that 
change is inevitable and necessary. The closing paragraph 
of Johnôs Gospel illustrates that even during the time of 
its writing, it was understood that there was more to the 
story of Jesus. Not one of the Gospels ends with a defini-
tive, ñThis is the final story!ò They all suggest that the 
story of the risen Christ continued to evolve as it grew 
and spread. It gives me comfort and hope to know that the 
mystery of salvation does and will continue to reveal it-
self within human history.  Spirit of the risen Christ, open 
our hearts and minds to your Pascal mystery.
