A PoLISH CHRISTMAS TRADITION

Oplatki are thin square wafers, similar to the bread used for hosts at Mass, but not con-
secrated. This tradition comes from Eastern Europe, around the area of Poland. The wafers
may be embossed with a Christmas manger scene.

Ideally, optatki are used at the main meal eaten on Christmas Eve. By tradition, the ta-
ble in the home is set with some straw under the tablecloth to represent the straw in the
manger. Children look out for the first star that appears around dusk. This signals the be-
ginning of the Christmas Eve meal. All the members of the family gather around the table.
The head of the household may say a prayer of blessing. Then, this person begins to distrib-
ute the wafer by breaking off a small piece for him/herself. This person offers the remainder
of the wafer to the next person, who in turn breaks off his/her piece and shares with the
next person.

Alternately, it may be divided in another way. The first person may offer the wafer to
the second person, who holds it while the first person breaks off his or her piece. The sec-
ond person then gives it to the third person who holds it while the second breaks off a piece.
The wafer becomes increasingly smaller as it is passed around the table and each person
present takes a small piece.

After all present have received a piece of the wafer, a short prayer may be said remind-
ing all of the Incarnation. Then, everyone eats their pieces. When this is done, the meal it-
self begins.

The wafer is of the same consistency as the bread used to make hosts for Mass. This is
no coincidence. Rather, the oplatki reminds one of the Mass and the bread which will be-
come the Body of Christ. The family around the table is reminded of the community around
the altar, the table of the Lord.

As we sit for a common meal, so we are reminded that Jesus gave us the Sacrament of
the Eucharist to be food for our souls, the bread from heaven. And the sharing of the one
wafer calls to mind unity and reconciliation. It is not unlike the sharing of the sign of peace
at Mass. The breaking of the wafer also calls to mind the breaking of the consecrated Host
by the priest right before Communion.

2 Sm 7:1-5, 8b-12, 14a, 16; Lk 1:67-79
The Canticle of Zechariah, like the Canti-
cle of Mary before it, takes on a context
much larger than its initial uttering.
Though positioned as a response to a
question, it is a prophecy. Zechariah’s
muteness lifts. Instead of merely giving
name to his child, he gives insight to the
angel’s words that his child will lead the
children of Israel to the Lord. Filled with
the Holy Spirit, he not only foretells the vital role of his
newborn son John but also connects John’s arrival to the
anticipation of the long-awaited Savior. John is the precursor
noted in Zechariah’s hymn filled with messianic symbols,
images and phrases from the Hebrew Scripture. Zechariah
opens his mouth and opens our eyes to this sign of the fulfill-
ment of the covenant. Lead us, compassionate Lord, to go
before you to open eyes to see you in all things, to open
mouths to praise you with every word, and to open hearts to
share your tender love.

Tuesday, December 25, 2018

The Nativity of the Lord

Is 52:7-10; Heb 1:1-6; Jn 1:1-18 or 1:1-5, 9-14

The child would be called Emmanuel, that is, “God is with
us.” Through an innocent baby born in a stable, God be-
comes part of our humanity. God is not a distant being seat-
ed upon a lofty throne far beyond our reach. He comes to us,
becomes like us, takes on fragile human flesh and enters into
his own creation for our salvation. We are redeemed through
the Incarnation; we are set free from the slavery of sin and
death. Jesus takes on our human nature to model how we
should live. He teaches us holiness and love and shows us
the way to the Father. He takes on our humanity so that we
may share in his divinity. He takes on our earthly nature in
order to guide us to heaven. Blessed Christmas! Open our
hearts, loving Father, to the Christ-child born within us to-
day.

Wednesday, December 26, 2018

Acts 6:8-10; 7:54-59; Mt 10:17-22

Venerated as the first martyr, Stephen was one of the
church’s first deacons. To fully devote themselves to teach-
ing the word of God, the apostles ordained seven holy men
to assist in the pastoral care of the neglected faithful. Ste-
phen’s great preaching, wonders and signs resulted in both
popularity and enmity. When accused of blasphemy, he an-
swered the false accusations with a detailed history of Israel,
an account of God’s blessings upon his chosen people, and
the folly of their disobedience. On trial, he quoted Hebrew
Scripture, admonished the Sanhedrin, and shared a vision of
Jesus Christ at the Father’s right hand, which resulted in his
brutal condemnation. Modeling Christ at all times, Stephen,
filled with faith and the Holy Spirit, forgave his persecutors
as he was stoned to death. Glorious Father, fill us with your
wisdom and spirit to courageously witness to you.

Thursday, December 27, 2018
Jn 1:1-4; Jn 20:1a, 2-8
Jesus had a particular fondness for the apostle and evangelist

became
known as “the disciple whom Jesus loved.” Jesus cradled
John who leaned against his bosom at the Last Supper. He,
alongside Peter, arranged that Passover meal. John closely
witnessed the agony in Gethsemane and stood faithfully at
the foot of the cross where Jesus asked him to care for his
mother. John is reportedly the author of the fourth Gospel,
three epistles and the book of Revelation, which he wrote in
exile in Patmos. He miraculously survived being boiled in a
caldron of oil and lived almost 100 years, making him the
longest living apostle and the only one not to die a martyr's
death. When he was weakened by age and unable to preach,
the faithful carried him to join the assembly where he en-
couraged them: “Children, let us love not in word or speech
but in deed and truth” (1 John 3:18). Divine Master, give us
the grace to be steadfast in love and loyalty. May our words
a;w’ example enable us to be known as your beloved disci-
ples.

Friday, December 28, 2018

1Jn1:5—2:2; Mt 2:13-18

Matthew draws parallels between Israel’s history and the
Messiah’s. Jacob’s son Joseph was forced to flee to Egypt. A
series of events resulted in the migration and enslavement of
his people. Egypt’s pharaoh threw Hebrew male infants into
the Nile. Moses, hidden in a basket, escaped the slaughter,
subsequently liberating Israel. Jesus, hidden in Egypt as a
child, comes as a significantly greater liberator. The ruthless
Herod ordered the death of all of Bethlehem’s male children.
The blood of these Holy Innocents was shed for the one
who, in turn, shed his blood for all. Israel’s history and Je-
sus’ life have many common threads leading to a new exo-
dus. Where Israel falls short, Jesus, the faithful son, fulfills
the prophecy. He is called out of Egypt to deliver us from the
slavery of sin and death. Hold me in your protection, loving
Father. Guide me where I need to be to do your will.

Saturday, December 29, 2018

1 Jn 2:3-11; Lk 2:22-35

The best way to back up our claim that we know Christ is to
live in a way that models him. Anyone can assert an ac-
quaintance with someone to whom they have casually been
introduced. Yet, truly knowing Christ demands a relation-
ship that goes beyond mere recognition or small talk. Christ
demands understanding his will and this necessitates obedi-
ence. Our moral life, however, extends beyond following
commandments. We must wholeheartedly embrace his spirit
of love. A lack of Christian charity reflects an improper
knowledge of who Christ is and how he wants us to live.
Following the commandments without placing all of these
guidelines under the commandment of love is incompatible
with the light of Christ and the foundation of Christian liv-
ing. Gentle and loving Teacher, may the manner in which [
live reflect my knowing you and your knowing me.
